WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Township Committee to formally recognize this individual's
contributions and appoint them to this important advisory role to provide guidance on matters of local historical
significance;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Committee of the Township of
Stillwater, that:
e SECTION 1. Andy Martin is hereby officially named and appointed as the Local Historian for the
Township of Stillwater to serve a term of three (3) years, effective January 1, 2026.
e SECTION 2. The Local Historian shall work with local officials, employees, and citizens to encourage
participation in events that recognize local history and advise the governing body on historical matters.
e SECTION 3. The Township Clerk is hereby directed to file this resolution in the permanent records of
the Town and provide a certified copy to Andy Martin.
